If you cannot recite at this
time, another time during the week may
be agreed upon but you should recite at
the same time each week throughout the
memory course.

In reciting give the heading, reference,
and then the verse or verses under the
reference.

Y ou must recite an entire assignment at
one time, not just part of an assignment.

Y ou are permitted to recite more than
one assignment on the first recitation
day, but after that, you may recite only
one assignment aweek, as you need to
spend afull week on each assignment.

When this happens you should realize
that you need to spend more time learn-
ing your other assignments.
